COLLEGE PESHAWAR HELD ON 23.5.2012 IN THE COMMITTEE ROOM OF

Second Session of the 2™ Meeting of the Syndicate Islamia College Peshawar was
held on 23™ May 2012 at 10:00 hrs in the Committee Room of Islamia College Peshawar
under the Chairmanship of Prof. Dr. Haider Shah, Vice-Chancellor Islamia College
Peshawar. List of the Participants is attached.
= 7 Prof. Dr. Abdus Salam started the meeting with recitation from the Holy Quran.

attend the meeting.
4, Rest of the Agenda of the first session of the 2" Meeting of the Syndicate held on 8
- March 2012 was taken up for consideration as follow:-
i - Item No. 5: = APPROVAL OF THE APPOINTMENT OF CHAIRMEN/CHAIRPERSONS
OF THE TEACHING DEPATMENTS, ISLAMIA COLLEGE PESHAWAR

5, While discussing the agenda item, some members pointed out that the appointment of

th

Dr. Shazia Yaseen, Associate Professor Department of Physics was irregular in the
University. Mr. Muzammil Khan said that in the employment form submitted by her in this
University transpires that she mis-stated the fact regarding her Ph.D degree as having passed
in 2001. The Syndicate also noted that the employment forms scrutinized by the Scrutiny
Committee in respect of Dr..Naecem Khalid and Dr. Shazia Yaseen Department of Physics,
ICP had not been signed by two subject experts, which is mandatory in the case of
appointment to such a high post. The Syndicate, therefore, directed that employment form of
Dr. Naeem Khalid should also be produced in its next meeting for perusal. The Syndicate was
informed that the University of Cambridge has cerlified that Dr. Shazia Yaseen did not have
degree until 19.7.2008, vide their letter No.197224562/DM dated 11 September 2009. There
appears a concealment of fact and, therefore, the case should be referred to HEC. It appears
that she did not have the post-Ph.D experience on the date of her appointment in the
University, ‘This fact also calls in question her post-Ph.D experience. Prof Dr.Nasibdar
Muhammad, Sakhi Jan and Mr. Zia Ullah Sehrai added that in the first session of the Pl
meeting while discussion on Dr. Shazia case, Dr. Nacem Khalid made commitment that he
and Dr. Shazia will resign if he could not prove the eligiﬁility of Dr. Shazia Naeem. The
Syndicate, therefore, directed thaf'illegibility case along with the employment form of Dr.
Naeem Khalid for the post of Prof should be brought on the agc‘tnda of the next Syndicate’s
meeting. In order to probe into the matter whether Dr. Shazia Naeem had Ph.D degree in
2001 or not and the contents of the experience certificate she produced from the Abasyn

6. During the previous session of the Syndicate’s meeting (held on 8.3.2012) Dr. Naeem
Khalid promised that he would provide the original documents of Dr. Shazia Yaseen, yet he
did not. However it seems that Dr. Shazia Yaseen has committed concealment of fact and,
therefore, the administration of the University should send a case against her to Anti-
7 Corruption Department. The Syndicate did not approve her Chairpersonship Department of
Physics (sl No.8 of the list) and, alternatively, appointed Mr. Sakhi Jan Associate Professor

Department of Physics as Chairman for a period of three years or till his retirement with

immediate effect.

7 The committee will investigate about the exact date of award of Ph.D degree to her

and the contents of the experience certificate she got from the Abasyn University Peshawar.

8. Regarding chairmanship of Dr. Javed Badshah (S1 No.11 of the list) the Registrar read
out item 5 of the Supplementary Agenda for the information of the Syndicate, which relates
to plagiarism complaint made against Dr. Javed Badshah Associate Professor Department of
Urdu, Islamia College Peshawar. He added that all relevant documents are annexed with the
plagiarism report. The house was informed that the HEC had received a complaint against Dr.

Javed Badshah and they initiated a case against him under the Plagiarism Policy.

9 Mr. Muzammil Khan ;ead out page-28 of the report dated 14.1.2012 of
Supplementary Agenda wherein it was established that Dr. Javed Badshah has committed
plagiarism and, therefore, disciplinary action should be taken against him under the rules. The
meeting was also informed that the complaint was not anonymous, rather the names of its
writers were kept confidential according to the Plagiarism Policy of HEC and the
complainants had sent their complaint against Dr. Javed Badshah to the Chancellor, Vice-
Chancellor, HEC etc. The Registrar explained that Plagiarism case was initiated by the
University under the directions of the HEC. The Syndicate decided that since Plagiarism
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6 Standing Committee Islamia College Peshawar has proved the charge of plagiarism against

Dr. Javed Badshah, therefore,

i. His chairmanship of Urdu Department is not approved.

il. He should be asked to appear before the Syndicate in its next meeting to afford
him another opportunity of personal hearing/ self defense.
10.  The Syndicate concluded that after hearing him personally, further steps will be taken

in the light of the findings of the Plagiarism Standing Committee Islamia College Peshawar.

11.  The Syndicate directed that as provided in section 5 (2) of the first statutes of Islamia
College Peshawar Act-2009, the Department of Urdu will be looked after by the concerned

Dean of the Faculty with the assistance of the senior-most teacher of the Department.

12.  The Syndicate endorsed/confirmed the action by the Vice-Chancellor regarding
appointment of the heads of various other teaching departments ol the University, with the
observation that under section 5 (2) of the First Statutes appended to [slamia College
Peshawar Act-2009, appointment of a chairperson of the teaching department falls within the
powers of the Syndicate. The Syndicate also approved the appointment of the chairpersons
(mentioned at page 77 of the agenda of the 2™ meeting of the Syndicate) for a further period
of three years or till the date of their retirement whichever is earlier, with immediate effect,
