Ttem # 4:- Court Case of Mr. Shakeel Iqbal for Appointment on Disable Quota

Decision:

Keeping in view the court decision, the Syndicate deferred the case with the
observation that the prevailing government policy for disable quota may be implemented in
all future advertisements to ensure compliance of High Court directions in all subsequent
recruitments. Thereafter, the case of the petitioner would be considered against the said quota
as per his qualification, in consonance with law. Furthermore, a committee would be
constituted by the administration to look into the High Court judgments against the
University interest for recommending them for moving CPLA to the Supreme Court of

Pakistan in fit cases only.
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
